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USEFUL INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR PRODUCT
Essential information
For maximum efficiency, durability and satisfaction from Wahl clippers and trimmers, 
please note the following points:-
•	 Regularly apply a few drops of oil to the blades during clipping/trimming. Clipper 

oil lubricates the blades and will ensure your clippers or trimmers perform to 
their maximum capacity. Without oil, friction is increased therefore generating 
heat. If blades are getting hot then insufficient oil is being applied or the blades 
need cleaning or sharpening.

•	 Always ensure the animal coat is dry, as clean as possible and brushed to 
remove tangles, grease and dirt particles from the hair.

•	 During operation, take time to regularly brush hairs and dirt from the blades.
•	 We recommend use of Wahl Hygienic Spray to ensure grease and dirt particles 

are flushed from the blade surface. DO NOT use water to clean the blades.
•	 Always oil the blades after cleaning.
•	 Always clean your machine and blades thoroughly when you have finished 

clipping. Do not separate the top and bottom blade when cleaning. 
•	 If your product has an air filter ensure it is clear of obstructions to avoid 

overheating the motor.
•	 Whenever storing your appliance, disconnect all cables and store your clipping/

trimming kit in a dry, temperate environment.
•	 Always oil your blades before use and before storage to prevent atmospheric 

moisture causing damage to the blade surface.

BLADES
The blades are the single most important part of a clipper or trimmer and must be 
well maintained at all times for maximum cutting performance.
Cutting hair does not blunt the blades.  Abrasive particles on the animal’s hair, such 
as dirt, sand, grease, etc will blunt the blades.
Blades will not cut if abrasive particles are picked up and carried by the oil film 
between the blades.  These particles tend to separate the blades from each other 
and pull the hair as opposed to cutting it cleanly.  Keeping your blades well oiled 
performs the following important functions:-
•	 Provides a low friction, very thin film lubricant between the cutting blades so the 

blades can take a full cutting stroke without becoming hot from frictional heat.
•	 Flushes abrasive particles and hairs out from between the blades.
If you cut into dirt, immediately clean your blades with Wahl Hygienic Spray or Wahl 
Clipper Oil to flush out the dirt. ALWAYS apply clipper oil after cleaning with hygienic 
spray or coolant.

Mains Operation
1.	 Connect to the mains power supply (Fig. 2) 
2.	 Switch on the appliance using the on/off switch and switch off after use (Fig. 3).

The appliance has two speed settings.
These can be selected via the on/off switch. 
Setting I = slow speed
Setting II = high speed

Cutting with the attachment comb
The appliance can also be operated with attachment combs. Attachment combs can be used to extend 
the cutting length range.
For best results we recommend using a #30 or #10 blade with the comb attachments.
Accessories are available from your local dealer.

Attaching / removing the attachment comb
1.	 Fit the attachment comb onto the bottom edge of the blade set (Fig. 4a) and push it over the cutting 

edge of the bottom blade until it locks (Fig. 4b). 
2.	 Push the attachment comb towards the cutting edge of the bottom blade (Fig. 5) and remove it from 

the blade set.

Changing the blade set
To remove a blade set:
1.	 Switch off the appliance using the on/off switch (Fig. 3).
2.	 Press the release button (B) (Fig. 6a) towards the blade set and lift the blade set away from the 

housing (Fig. 6b).
3.	 Remove the blade set from the clip (Fig. 6c).
To attach a new blade set:
1.	 Attach the new blade set onto the clip (Fig. 8a).
2.	 Ensure that the clip is folded out. If this is not the case, you can fold out the clip with a flat 

screwdriver (Fig. 7). 
3.	 Push the blade towards the machine to snap into place.
4.	 If the blade fails to engage, switch the appliance on (Fig. 3), then push the blade set against the 

hand-held appliance until it audibly clicks into place and the blade moves (Fig. 8b). 

Remove the attachment comb (Fig. 5) after every use and lift the blade set out of the casing (Fig. 6).
Use the cleaning brush to remove any cut hairs from the housing opening and from the blade set (Fig. 9).

Caution! Injuries due to incorrect handling.
The blade set must not be unscrewed. The top blade must not be pushed out completely!

•	 Push the top blade to the side (Fig. 9a) and remove cut hairs from the top and bottom blade using 
the cleaning brush. 

•	 After cleaning, return the top blade to its initial position (Fig. 9b). The top blade should be aligned in 
the centre of the bottom blade. After cleaning the blade set, we recommend using hygienic spray.	
It keeps all blade sets hygienically clean and is effective against bacteria and viruses.
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•	 Oil the blade set with the blade set oil (Fig. 10).
•	 We recommend that you clean and care for your blade set during and after clipping.
•	 Re-attach the blade set after cleaning (Fig. 7/8). Switch the appliance on briefly (approx. 10 

seconds) to ensure the oil film is evenly distributed.
•	 For a good and long-lasting cutting performance, it is important to oil the blade set frequently. 
•	 If the cutting performance deteriorates after long use despite regular cleaning and oiling, the blade 

set should be replaced.
Clean the air filter regularly to ensure the supply of air:
1.	 Detach the filter cover using a blunt lever and remove from the housing (Fig. 11a) 
2.	 Clean the air filter using the cleaning brush.
3.	 Push the filter cover into the housing until it locks into position (Fig. 11b).
4.	 Only wipe the appliance with a soft, slightly damp cloth. Do not use solvents or abrasives. 

PROBLEM ELIMINATION

Blade set is cutting badly or pulling hair out. 
Cause: Blade set is dirty, worn out or blade is blunt.

•	 Clean and oil the blade set (Fig. 9/10);
if this does not resolve the problem, replace the blade set (Fig. 6/7/8).

Skin injury
Cause: Too much pressure on the skin.

•	 Reduce pressure when cutting close to skin.
Cause: Damaged blade set.

•	 Check whether the blade edges, or teeth are damaged and replace the blade set if necessary.
•	 NEVER use a damaged blade as this will cause injury.

Appliance is not working
Cause: Defective power supply.

•	 Make sure that contact between the mains and the socket is faultless. Check the mains cable for    	
possible damage.

Operation

•	 Charge the clipper battery fully before using for the first time.
•	 Turn unit on/off
•	 Two Speed: Push the power switch to (1) 3700 for the low speed 				 

and to the (2) 4500 for the high speed. To turn unit off push the	 	 	 	
power switch to the bottom position (0).

Charging the battery
•	 During cordless operation, the two-color LED light will light up solid green. When the green LED 

light begins to flash, this indicates battery charge is low and the unit will need to be recharged.
•	 When the battery has fully run down, the clipper will switch itself off automatically.
•	 To charge, connect the cord to the charging socket on the clipper and the plug the plugin 

transformer into an electrical socket.
•	 When the battery begins to charge, an LED light will blink green to indicate the unit is charging. 

When the LED light has stopped blinking and remains a constant, unblinking green, the clipper is 
fully charged and ready for use.

•	 Full charge time will take approximately 60 minutes. A full charge allows for approximately 120 
minutes of clipper run time. In the case of low battery, the clipper can be used as a corded unit. 
However the battery will not begin to charge until the clipper is turned off.

•	 This clipper includes a “Quick Charge” feature; For example, 10 minutes of charge time
•	 will provide 15 minutes of run time.

Cutting with the attachment comb
The appliance can also be operated with attachment combs. Attachment combs can be used to extend 
the cutting length range.
For best results we recommend using a #30 or #10 blade with the comb attachments.
Accessories are available from your local dealer.

PROBLEM ELIMINATION

•	 Flashing Red LED Light: The over-current protection circuit has been activated, possibly due to 
using a dirty or scored blade. The unit will automatically shut down, but can be reset by turning the 
switch to the off position and then turning it back on. If the problem is not resolved, the unit may stop 
again right away.

•	 Solid Red LED Light: The battery pack temperature is too high. This could happen if the unit is 
used under very heavy clipping loads in extreme temperature conditions or while charging the 
unit in an extreme temperature environment. The unit will be temporarily disabled until the battery 
temperature returns to a normal level. Do not attempt to recharge the unit until the solid red LED 
light has turned off.

Operation
Preparation
 i   Keep the packaging material for safe storage or transport later.

  Check that the contents are complete. Scope of supply, see packaging.
  Check all the parts for possible transport damage.

 i   Please note that we perform quality tests on all of our products.
Therefore, you may find small synthetic hair on the blade set or on the machine. 
However, we assure you that your clipper and cutting blade / blade set are unused.

Safety
  Caution! Damage due to incorrect power supply.

  Only operate the appliance with the voltage stated on the nameplate.

Charging the battery
1.	 Connect the appliance plug of the plug-in transformer to the charging stand socket (Fig.2  a ).
2.	 Connect the plug-in transformer to the mains socket (Fig.2  b ).
3.	 Place the battery pack into the charging stand (Fig.2).The charging process starts.

 i   The charging/battery power indicator flashes during the charging process.

4. Once capacity reaches >80%, all LED segments light up on the charging/battery power indicator. 
Once full charging capacity has been reached, the charging/battery power indicator goes out.

 i   Additional battery packs are available for purchase. While the hair clipper is in use, a second battery 
pack can be charged in the charging stand. This way the clipper is always ready for use.

Battery Operation

1.	 Switch on the appliance using the on/off switch, and switch off after use (Fig. 4  a   /  b ).
•	 The appliance has two different speed settings. These can be selected via the on/off switch.

Setting 1 = slow speed   |   Setting 2 = high speed

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•	 In case of insufficient maintenance of the blade set, the operating time 	 	 	
can be reduced considerably.

•	 During battery operation, the charging/battery power indicator 				  
lights up to reflect the charge status of the battery pack.

•	 When the charging/battery indicator lights start to blink, the battery pack needs to be recharged.

To replace the battery pack, proceed as follows:
1.	 Switch off the appliance using the on/off switch (Fig. 4  b ).
2.	 Remove the battery pack from the appliance (Fig. 3  a ).
3.	 Remove the charged battery pack from its charging stand and slide 				  

it into the appliance until it engages with an audible click (Fig. 3  b ).

Checking the battery charge level: You can check the prevailing charge status of the battery pack at any 
time. To do this, press the button on the charging/battery power indicator on the battery pack (Fig. 1E).

1.	 Fit the attachment comb onto the bottom edge of the blade set (Fig. 5  a ) and push it 		
over the cutting edge of the until it locks (Fig. 5  b ).

2.	 Push the attachment comb towards the cutting edge of the blade (Fig. 6) 			 
and remove it from the blade set.

Maintenance

Warning! Injuries and material damage 
due to incorrect handling.

Cleaning and care

	► The cutting blade must not be pushed out completely!

	► Push the cutting blade to the side (Fig. 9  a ) and remove cut hairs from the cutting and bottom 
blade using the cleaning brush. After cleaning, return the cutting blade to its initial position 		
(Fig. 9  b ). The cutting blade should be aligned in the centre of the bottom blade.

	► Oil the blade set with the blade set oil (Fig. 10).

	► For a long-lasting, good cutting performance, it is 				 
important to clean and oil the blade set frequently.

	► Oil the marked areas of the blade set every 15 minutes 				  
with one drop of oil each (Fig. 10).

	► If the cutting performance deteriorates after long use despite 		
regular cleaning and oiling, the blade set should be replaced.

	► Reinstall the blade set and fold it back into position (Fig. 8  c ), see Changing the blade set.
	► After oiling, switch the appliance on briefly (approx. 10 seconds) to 	 	 	 	

ensure the oil film is evenly distributed.
	► Wipe the appliance clean only with a soft, slightly damp cloth.
	► The contacts on the charging stand, on the appliance and 					   

on the battery pack must be kept clean at all times.

Changing the blade set
1.	 Switch off the appliance using the on/off switch (Fig. 4  b ).
2.	 Press the release button (Fig. 7  a ) towards the blade set and lift the blade set 			 

out of the housing (Fig. 7  b ).
3.	 Remove the blade set from the latch (Fig. 7  c ).
4.	 Attach the new blade set onto the latch (Fig. 8  b ).
5.	 Switch the appliance on (Fig. 4  a ). Then push the blade set blade moves (Fig. 8  c ).

Problem solving
